Q) What is SEARCH and what do we do?

A) SEARCH for Christian Maturity is a Roman Catholic retreat run by the Sioux Falls Search Board.

The weekend consists of talks, skits, music, and receiving the sacraments of the Church. The retreat is
a fun place to encounter Jesus and create friendships.

Q) Who can attend Search?

A) All high school and college age students. Adults are welcome and encouraged to participate in the
weekend. The retreat team consists of young adults and adult coordinators who have participated in
past SEARCH retreats.

Q) What time does the retreat start and end?
A) You must be present the whole retreat. New Searchers should arrive at 8pm on Friday for check in.
Team arrives at 4pm on Friday for setup and training. Retreat will end by 5pm on Sunday.

Q) How do we register?
A) You can register online at www.siouxfallssearch.org

Q) How much does Search cost?

A) New Searchers (those attending for the first time): Registration is $70 but increases
to $85 2 weeks prior to the retreat.

Re-Searchers (those who have attended before): Registration is $25 but increases

to $35 2 weeks prior to the retreat.

Q) When will registrations for retreat be open?
A) Registration opens the Sunday after each retreat for the following retreat.

Q) What is the Cancellation and Refund Policy?

A) All payments are Non-Refundable due to the need for advanced planning and organization. We
need 100% commitment when you sign up. If the retreat is cancelled due to weather, or if the Search
Board has other extenuating circumstances, all fees will be reimbursed.

Q) Do students leave to sleep at night?
A) Students are allowed to leave to go home and sleep, but a parent must drop off and pick students
up. We do have lodging at the school, and we encourage searchers to stay.
